Multiplication grid

Multiplication grid - Overview

This is an interactive multiplication grid. It can be used to practise multiplication and division facts and to
explore patterns within these.

You can explore links between particular tables, for example to show that doubling a 3 times table fact gives
the corresponding 6 times table fact.

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Multiplication grid - Key questions and prompts
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What calculation do you need to do to work out what number will go in this square?

What number goes in this square? How did you work this out?

Suggest another square that will contain the same number as this one. How do you know?

Find all the squares that contain the number 24. State the corresponding division facts.

Find all the squares that contain an odd number. What do you notice?

Reveal a product in the three times table column. Ask pupils to predict the corresponding product in
the six times table column. How do you know this?

Reveal one product, for example, 56 in the 7 x 8 square. Ask pupils to use this fact to predict what the
numbers will be in all of the squares that touch this one.

Investigation — Pick any square on the grid. Reveal the number above it and the number below it. Add
these together. Compare this total to the middle number. What do you notice? Try this starting with
other squares. Try to explain what you notice.
